The Chairman called the meeting to order and recognized the County Commission Representative, Mrs. Lyn Widmyer.  The meeting was then called to order at 7 P.M. on the 28th day of March 2011. 

MINUTES:  The board reviewed the minutes of the previous meeting.  Dr. Vila made a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Weston.  Vote taken and motion passed. 

OPERATIONAL FINANCIAL REPORT:  The Operational Financial Report was presented to the board.  All credits and expenditures were discussed and approved.  Dr. Vila made a motion to approve the Operational Financial Report.   The motion was seconded by Mr.Weston.  Vote taken and motion carried.

RECYCLING FINANCIAL REPORT:  The Recycling Financial Report was presented to the board.  This report now reflects current expenditures, and revenue as of the report closing date.  The monthly tonnage is reported as before.   Mr. Weston made a motion to approve the Recycling Financial Report.  The motion was seconded by Dr. Vila.  Vote taken and motion carried. 

TONNAGE REVIEW:  A copy of the monthly tonnage report was presented to the board.  This report continues to reflect a downward slope as comp aired to previous two years. 

IN-HOUSE INSPECTION REPORT:  A copy of the Monthly In-House Inspection Report was given to the board members.  Minor discrepancies were documented and corrected.  No major discrepancies were noted. 

RAMP MAINTENANCE:  The board was informed that once again the cracks were repaired on the ramp.  This is a weekend job and must be done Sunday morning to allow drying time. 

COUNTY COMMISSION RECYCLING PROJECT:  Mr. Madert informed the board that he and Mr. McGowen attended a meeting with the County Commission to discuss the Special Recycling Project.  The merits of this project were discussed, but failed the final funding vote from the Commissioners.  Mrs. Widmyer expressed her disappointment, and informed the board that she would like to see support for a positive funding vote next cycle.  The board by General Consensus agreed the project should be a future consideration, and encouraged Mr. Widmyer and Mr. Madert to continue working to attract more interest from County. 

BOARD APPOINTMENT:  Mr. McGowen introduced and announced the approval of a new JCSWA Board Member Mr. Rusty Morgan.  The board was pleased but unfortunately Mr. Morgan was not at the meeting to render the appropriate speech. 

SCOTT RECYCLING PROGRAM:  A possible Recycling package was presented to the board.  The contents of the package were impressive, but some members were concerned about the legal, transportation, and issues in the package.  A General Consensus of the board was to table this issue and allow Mr. Madert to do some additional research.  

BROCHURE PRINTING:  Mr. Weston presented the different types of paper that could be used to print the brochures for distribution.  The board agreed on a light green color with the heavy weight paper.  The board also by General Consensus agreed that the brochure should be printed with 100 percent recycling paper and statement documented on the brochures.
