GENERAL MEETING

Mr. McGowen called the meeting order at seven P.M. on the 28th day of February, and recognized one visitor to share insight on the latest Electronic Collection event.  The board discussed the event in general and tabled any decision until the next scheduled meeting. 

MINUTES:  The board reviewed the minutes of the previous meeting.  Mr. Madert made a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded by Dr. Graf.  Vote taken and motion carried. 

FINANCIAL REPORT:  The Financial Report was presented to the board.  The board did request that the recycling report presented in the same format as the operational account.  Mr. Gambill and Billy Madert will consolidate the data and format the account.  Dr. Vila made a motion to approve the Financial Report.  This motion was seconded by Mr. Madert.  Vote taken and motion carried. 

TONNAGE, RECYCLING REPORTS:  The board was present and brief on the contents of the tonnage and recycling reports.  Bottom line is tonnage collection is down and recycling continues to remain constant. 

INHOUSE INSPECTION REPORT:  The board was presented a copy of the In-house Inspection Report.  No major discrepancies were noted. 

TONNAGE DISCREPANCY:  The board was briefed on a tonnage reporting discrepancy for the month of December.  Bottom line is our records reflect the same tonnage as the records maintained by Waste Management Scales in the back.  The difference is close to the recycling tonnage recorded for December.  I suspect this is to be the problem area.  I informed Mr. Oblac that the disputed tonnage cost would be place on hold until the issue is resolved. 



FACILITY BREAK IN:   The was informed that State Trooper Smith is working a facility break in.  Will keep the board informed as to progress reported on the case.   

RECYCLING MONITOR POSITION:  The board did review two applications received to fill this new position.   The general consensus of the board was Mr. Madert the ideal selection for this position.  Dr. Graf suggested that because he is presently a board member his official appointment might require him to remain as a board member until replaced by DEP.   The board after discussion did table the hiring of Mr. Madert until legal opinion is received. 

COUNTY BUDGET REQUEST:  Mr. McGowen informed the board that the request to the County was in the amount of $35,000.00.  This would support the free day expense, and provide a small amount to support expanded recycling programs now in place. 

BOARD MEMBER REQUEST:  Mr. McGowen did inform the board that the letter to replace Mr. Madert with Mr. Rusty Morgan has been submitted.  This letter was submitted with a cover letter from this authority in support of Mr. Morgan’s appointment, and a copy of Mr. Madert’s resignation letter.
