Chairman McGowen called the meeting to order at seven P.M. on the 24th day of January 2011.  The nomination for 2011 board positions was requested.  The board members agreed by unanimous consent to continue with the present members presently in place. 

MINUTES:  The minutes of the previous meeting were reviewed by the board.  Dr. Graf made a motion to approve the minutes.  This motion was seconded by Dr. Vila.  Vote taken and motion carried. 

FINANCIAL REPORT:  The board was presented the first Financial Report for the New Year.  All questions were answered.  The board agreed by unanimous consent to approve the Financial Report. 

TONNAGE, RECYCLING, INSPECTION REPORTS:  The board was present a copy of the tonnage, recycling, and in house inspection reports.  The tonnage continues to be below 200 ton per business day, but recycling continues to justify the program.  No significant discrepancies were noted on the facility report. 

MR. WESTON:  Mr. Weston had been tasked to research a security observation possibility for this facility.  The board discussed the cost and how extensive this security should be.  In lieu of making a final decision, Mr. Weston agreed to continue the possibility to reduce the cost and still meet the security requirements for this facility.  Issue tabled until next meeting. 

MAILBOX:  The board was presented a quote from Midwest Mailbox for the cost of a box that would meet the security requirements for used medical needles, and other items that could be misused by community residents.  The cost of each box was 533.00 each.  The board discussed the number of boxes required and was to place them.  Mr. McGowen will collect some additional information on this issue.  

RECYCLING MONITOR:  Two applications were received in response the JCSWA wanted ad placed in the Martinsburg Journal.  The board discussed and reviewed both applications.  Mr. Billy Madert was selected to fill the position.  Dr. Graf will prepare a job description for this new position.  The board agreed by unanimous consent to allow the Chairman of the board to work out start date, salary, and discussed the details of the job with the newly selected employee.  

WASTE DROP DAY:  The board briefly discussed the prospect of assuming the responsibility to host a special collection presently done by another agency.  Many questions and concerns by the board before accepting this responsibility.  Issue tabled until the next meeting to allow additional research.
