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The Chairman called the meeting to order a seven P.M. on the 28th day of March 2011.   

MINUTES:  The board reviewed the minutes of the previous meeting.  Mr. Madert made a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Weston.  Vote taken and motion carried.  

FINANCIAL REPORT:  The Financial Report was presented to the board for review and approval.  The board was briefed on the transactions reflected by the operational account.  The board was also presented the transactions included in the Recycling Account.  All questions were answered, and Mr. Madert made a motion to approve the reports.  Mr. Weston seconded the motion vote taken and motion carried. 

TONNAGE AND RECYCLING REPORT:  The board was presented a copy of the tonnage and recycling report.  Waste collection is down and recycling collection remains constant.

INHOUSE INSPECTION REPORT:  The Facility In-House Inspection report was presented to the board for review.  Minor discrepancies were noted and corrected.  

RECYCLING BINS:  The board was informed  on new door installation for the recycling bins.  This was paid for with the SWMB Grant.  

NEW SAFE:  A new safe was purchased for this facility.   The safe is a large heavy duty gun safe.  A thief would have to solicit the help of King Kong to move this one. 

BOARD APPROINTMENT:  The board was informed that the letter of recommendation to appoint Mr. Rusty Morgan has been received by the Public Service Commission, and has been forwarded to the Mayor’s office for final approval. 



CHAIRMAN COMMENTS

BOARD RESIGNATION: Mr. McGowen informed the board of the legal opinion in reference to the resignation of Mr. Billy Madert.   In compliance with the legal opinion the board must make to official motions.  Mr. McGowen informed the board that he would now make the following motions.  

1.  Mr. McGowen made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Madert effective immediately, so that the Board may consider him for employment as a Recycling Coordinator.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Weston.  Vote taken and motion carried.
The resignation of Mr. Madert is not official. 
2. Mr. McGowen made a motion to hire Mr. Madert for the  new Recycling Coordinator position.  Mr. Weston seconded the motion.  Vote taken and motion carried. 

SECURITY SYSTEMS:  The board was presented a quote package for security installation of this facility.  The board discussed the package and by unanimous consent elected to table the discussion until the next meeting.  Mr. Morgan will contact a local Security Management Representative to perform an onsite visit before submitting to a contract with this company. 

SCOTT RECYCLING:  The board was presented a package that outlined a recycling collection.  The package appears to be a positive opportunity for this Authority.  The board discussed the program and decided that some clarification was required.  Mr. Madert will contact this company and report his conclusion’s at the next scheduled meeting.

BROCHURE PRINTING:  Mr. Weston presented the board with a price quote to print brochures for advertising and distribution.  The board was shown examples on paper quality and made a selection.  The board by unanimous consent agreed on the expense.  Mr. Weston will review the final product to be printed for any changes or corrections.
